Dillon later earned his master’s
degree in classics at UNC Chapel Hill
and is currently pursuing his Ph.D. at
Yale University, focusing on Roman his-
tory. His doctoral dissertation is on the
legislation of Constantine the Great, the
first Christian emperor of the Roman
Empire, exploring Roman law and legal
development and its relationship to
contemporary history under his reign.

After he finishes his Ph.D., Dillon
plans to seek a position as a professor at
a university.

Prominent Fulbright alumni include
Craig Barrett, former chief executive

officer of Intel Corp., Marek Belka,
Prime Minister of Poland, Joesph
Stiglitz, Nobel Laureate in economics,
and Renee Felming, opera singer. The
program operates in over 150 countries
worldwide.

Needs of growing Latino community prompts services assessment
UNC Charlotte Urban Institute, Latin American Coalition partner with Knight Foundation

The first systematic investigation of
the challenges faced by Mecklenburg’s
growing Hispanic community and the
county’s ability to address them is being
conducted by UNC Charlotte’s Urban
Institute, the Latin American Coalition
and the John S. and James L. Knight
Foundation through a Community
Partners Program.

The number of Latinos in
Mecklenburg County has jumped 614
percent since 1990, according to the U.S.
Census, making Charlotte the fourth

fastest-growing Hispanic community in

the nation, currently home to more than
66,000 Latinos (8.7 percent of the total
population).

Mecklenburg County’s social service,
education and law enforcement systems
are facing severe challenges in meeting the
needs of this rapidly growing Hispanic
community, experts say. Similarly, Latino
residents must overcome language,
cultural and socio-economic barriers that
can prevent them from succeeding in
school, finding gainful employment or
engaging in the civic and social fabric of
the community.

Funded by a $105,000 grant from
the Knight Foundation, the study will
systematically identify needs, ascertain the
availability and effectiveness of services
and highlight any barriers.

By coupling the UNC Charlotte
Urban Institute’s expertise in community-
based research with the Coalition’s
intimate knowledge of the local Latino
community, the partners will begin a
countywide needs assessment of the
Latino community beginning this month.

more memory and require faster processors
to handle performing complex numeri-
cal analysis. MosaicAnywhere addressed
this challenge by providing each session a
dedicated set of resources. Currently each
MosaicAnywhere PC contains at least a 3
GHz Pentium 4 processor and 1GB of RAM
Since application access and computa-
tion are performed locally on the campus,
MosaicAnywhere can even be accessed over
a dialup connection, but for best results, a
broadband connection is recommended. By
presenting the end user with the standard
Mosaic desktop and making use of Mosaics
roaming user profile feature, users can
quickly transition from lab workstation use
to MosaicAnywhere.
MosaicAnywhere allows access to
over 100 applications without install-
ing a single piece of software (if the user
is running Windows XP). Applications
as complex as PTC’s ProEngineer, ESRI’s
ArcGIS, Watetloo Software’s Maple, Adobe
Photoshop, or Cadence P-Spice can now
be harnessed from a dormroom PC. The
range of applicability extends far past just
homework usage. MosaicAnywhere can
be launched from virtually any PC with a
fast network connection and access to the
internet.

On campus this could be a student’s
laptop, a Novell machine, or even a thin cli-
ent machine located in the Student Activity
Center. Off campus use might include dem-
onstration at conferences, offsite collabora-
tion, or just access to files stored on Mosaic.
Although video/graphics intensive engineer-
ing applications are better suited to be run
directly in a Mosaic lab, MosaicAnywhere
offers access to every application currentdy
installed on any Mosaic XP workstation.
